Dear Parents/Guardians, 
 

The Board of Management have asked me to draw you attention to and request your assistance 

with regard to parking in, around and outside the school.  A new designated parking space has

 Please do not park on the zigzag lines at the  entrance to the school 

and 

 Please do not park on the footpath as this hampers visibility for staff members entering  

and leaving the school. 
 

(b) The Board of Management of the Senior School have requested that Parents/ Guardians do 

not park in their grounds or parking area. 
 

The local Gardaí will be monitoring the situation.
