THURSDAY: SUFFIX - ING 

 A suffix is one or more syllables added at the end of a word to change its meaning. 

 We are going to look at the ‘ing’ suffix. 

 If the word ends in a consonant which is not after a short vowel just add ‘ing’. 

 For example: jump – jumping , wish – wishing , knock - knocking  

 If the word ends in ‘e’ then you have to take out the ‘e’ and add ing.  

 For example: ride – riding, bite – biting, slide - sliding 

 A verb that ends in a consonant after a short vowel you double the last letter and add ‘ing’ 

 For example: hop – hopping, run – running, jog - jogging

3. Chop  

4. Shake 

5. Spread
